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Posada Fundraising Policies and Opportunities
1. Donors 
Posada is a Combined Federal Campaign 501(c)3 charity that accepts tax-deductible donations in the form of cash and in-kind donations.  Donations are solicited through fundraising events, mailings, grant applications, and on our website through PayPal.  Donations are solicited from corporations, foundations and private donors to fund the following: community events, specific projects, specific homeless services, or for Posada’s general operating expenses. 2. Fundraising Events
Posada does not currently have an annual fundraising event, but are in the process of evaluating options for a future event. Our main fundraising is done through grant writing and our annual holiday mailing listed below.
3. Community Events

Posada holds several events within the community to provide services to the needy in our community.  Donations are accepted in the form of funding for these events, supplies, or volunteer time and can be specified to be used for a specific event.  Events are listed and continuously updated on our Calendar of Events on www.PosadaPueblo.org.  These events include, but are not limited to:
· Community Picnic and Take Care Fair - is an event held every summer in Grome Park in Pueblo.  Free food, foot massages, haircuts, health care services, face painting, a jumping castle and booths with local resources were provided to more than 800 locals last year.
· Operation Back to School: Stuff the Bus - Each year Posada holds a school supply drive for needy school-age children to prepare them for the new school year.

· Holiday Gifts - Posada solicits donations and funds each year to provide its clients and needy families not otherwise being served with Christmas gifts each year.

· Homeless Memorial – Each year, Posada holds a short program including the Veteran’s Ritual Team, music and a catered meal to honor the homeless who have died this year. Donations are needed to fund the event.

· Homeless Veterans Stand Down – Posada partners with other agencies in the community to provide services, supplies and a meal to homeless veterans at 1st Presbyterian Church each year.

4. Projects and Programs
Posada has many projects and programs that are in need of funders.  They are continuously updated on our website at www.PosadaPueblo.org/programs.html and include the following:
· Homeless Youth Outreach - Our homeless youth outreach program was developed to assess the needs of homeless and at-risk youth in Pueblo, establish trusting relationships with homeless youth, maintain continuous outreach, and work toward creating a comfortable place for youth to receive services and shelter.  Posada is requesting donations and funds to provide youth with basic needs, temporary emergency shelter, employment assistance, information and referrals, mental health assistance, medical/optical assistance, food and clothing, transportation, advocacy and education assistance.
· Supportive Services – We are always looking for funding to provide services to Pueblo’s homeless from our Supportive Services Center including shower, laundry, haircut and transportation vouchers, telephone and mail services, hygiene items, camping items including tents and sleeping bags, and warm winter clothing such as hats, gloves and coats. · Family Emergency Shelter – Posada houses families with children in need of emergency shelter in 11 units at Elko Avenue Apartments.  It is Pueblo’s only shelter that keeps a family together allowing for privacy, security and the solidarity necessary in this transitional period.  Donations and funds are needed to keep these units stocked with furniture, mattresses, cleaning supplies and kitchenware. 5. Mailings

Each year at Thanksgiving a holiday letter is sent out to our past donors and contacts with a list of basic service costs and a request for mail-in donations.  Credit Card donations can be made online via PayPal.

7. In-Kind Donations

Donations of in-kind goods such as hygiene items, winter clothing, camping gear, backpacks, and household goods are accepted at our Central Services Center.  When specific needs come up for special projects, weather conditions or requests for our Emergency Family Shelter, these needs are posted on our website, sent out in acknowledgements to donors, and occasionally relayed via the newspaper or local radio stations.
8. Planned Giving

9. Volunteers

· Collecting, organizing and distributing and delivering school supplies, gifts and food at our annual community events. 

· Event planning for the children at our Emergency Family shelter such as parties, stories or snacks is always needed.

· Each year envelope stuffers are needed for our holiday card mailing.
